4.    T F When the defending team takes a free kick from inside their own penalty area, all players
must be outside the penalty area until the kick is taken.

5.    T F A free kick, from within their own penalty area, is in play as soon as it is kicked.

6.    T F All opponents must be 10 yards from the ball on all free kicks.

7.    T F An IFK, within the opponent’s goal area, must be taken on the goal area line nearest the
point of infraction.

8.    T F A free kick should be taken from the place where the infringement occurred.

9.    T F If, when a free kick is taken, an opponent is closer than 10 yards, the referee shall caution
the offender and restart with an IFK.
